This is a normal process and is caused by excess paint in the
interior of the casing burning off from the heat associated with the lamp and will
decrease gradually over time.

This fixture is a professional lighting effect designed for INDOOR / DRY LOCATIONS
ONLY on stage, in nightclubs, theatres, etc.

Please make sure there are NO FLAMMABLE MATERIALS close to the fixture while
operating, to prevent any fire hazard.

The fixture must be installed in a location with adequate ventilation, at least 1.5
feet (.bm) from adjacent surfaces. Be sure no air ventilation slots are blocked.

DO NOT attempt installation and/or operation without knowledge how to do so.

DO NOT permit operation by persons who are not qualified to operate this type
of fixture. Most damages are the result of operations by nonprofessionals.

Consistent operational breaks may ensure the fixture will function properly for
many years to come.

The fixture provides integrated and adjustable rigging brackets. When mounting this
fixture to truss be sure to secure an appropriately rated clomps to the rigging
brackets using a M10 screw fitted through the center hole.

Once you reach a field that
requires adjusting, press the ENTER button to activate that field and use the UP and
DOWN buttons to adjust the field. Pressing the ENTER button once more will confirm
your setfing. You may exit the main menu at any time without making any
adjustments by pressing the MODE button.

Disconnect power before cleaning or maintenance.

CLEANING

Frequent cleaning is recommended to insure proper function, optimized light output,

and an extended life. The frequency of cleaning depends on the environment in

which the fixture operates: damp, smoky or particularly dirty environments can

cause greater accumulation of dirt on the fixture’s optics.

* Clean the external lens surface at least every 20 days with a soft cloth to avoid
dirt/debris accumulation.

* Never use alcohol, solvents, or ammonia based cleaners.

MAINTENANCE

Regular inspections are recommended to insure proper function and extended life.
There are no user serviceable parts inside this fixture, please refer all other service
issues to an authorized Elation service technician. Should you need any spare parts,
please order genuine parts from your local Elation dealer.

Please refer to the following points during routine inspections:

* A detailed electric check by an approved electrical engineer every three
months, to make sure the circuit contacts are in good condition and prevent
overheating.

* Be sure all screws and fasteners are securely tightened at all times. Lose screws
may fall out during normal operation resulting in damage or injury as larger parts
could fall.

* Check for any deformations on the housing, color lenses, rigging hardware and
rigging points (ceiling, suspension, frussing).
